
MECHANICS OF ORGANIZING ANPRIVATE 


AMERICAN CONGRESS ON SURVEYING AND MAPPING (ACSM)


STUDENT CHAPTER
*1.
Letter of request to ACSM, signed by a faculty member and five ACSM student members (see ACSM By-
Law IV, Paragraphs 2 and 3.

*2.
Letter to ACSM providing approval by appropriate official of institution for creation of a student chapter (Department Head, Dean of College, etc.).

*3.
Adoption and submission of Chapter By-Laws.

*4.
Election of proposed Officers including the equivalent of:


a. Chairperson


b. Vice Chairperson


c. Secretary-Treasurer, or Secretary and Treasurer

*5.
Submission of roster of Officers and Members.  Members of ACSM are to be identified on the roster. Application forms for membership may be submitted in lieu of requirement for current membership.

*6.
Designation of Faculty Advisor and Contact Member. Each must be a voting member of ACSM (see ACSM By-Law IV, Paragraph 5).

7.
Approval by ACSM Board of Direction.

8.
Presentation of Charter.

* The first six steps can be accomplished and submitted   as one package with the letter of request.

Please note that it is not necessary to execute steps 1 and 2, which is the letter of request to start a student chapter, if you are re-organizing an existing Chapter affiliation.  

ACSM BY-LAW IV *

BY-LAW IV - STUDENT CHAPTERS

1.
A Student Chapter may, with the approval of the ACSM Board of Direction, be organized at any school having surveying or mapping courses in its curriculum.

2.
Action to form a Student Chapter may be initiated by a request from five students and a faculty member of the institution.

3.
The Student Chapter shall have a minimum of five Student Members and shall have the equivalent of the following Officers:


a. Chairperson


b. Vice Chairperson


c. Secretary-Treasurer, or Secretary and Treasurer

4.
Each Student Chapter shall establish its own rules of procedure which shall conform to the requirements of ACSM.

5.
Each Student Chapter shall have a Faculty Advisor and a Contact Member who are Voting Members of ACSM. It is preferred that the Contact Member not be engaged in teaching.

6.
The Secretary of each Student Chapter shall submit an annual report to the Executive Director of ACSM at least 30 days prior to the ACSM Annual Meeting which shall include:


a. The names of Officers and Student Members of 



     the Chapter.


b. The date, attendance, principal speakers, and other pertinent


     information for each formal meeting of the Chapter which was


     conducted during the previous year.
